SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

EB’S SUNSET SERIES OF RACES 2010
Blackstrap Sailing Club

RULES:
Governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing and Sailing
Instructions.

ENTRY FEES:

Members of BSSC $0, non-members $40. Age 23
and under $25. Payable at BSSC prior to the 1st race
of May 12, 2010. Late entries will be accepted at any
time thereafter.

CHANGES:
Changes to the sailing instructions may be made by
hail on the water.

SIGNALS:

Code Flag N flown from the committee boat will end
racing for the day. The warning flag will be flown not
later than 5 minutes after AP is lowered.

SCHEDULE:

Warning flag 6:00PM (1800hrs). 5 races are
scheduled each Wednesday for scoring. Practice
races may continue thereafter.

COURSE:
Windward/Leeward or at the discretion of the PRO of
the day.

START:

As per RRS 26 Start Line is between an orange flag
on the RC boat and an Orange mark at the port end.
Competitors check in at committee boat for
number/name recognition.

RECALLS:
According to RRS 29.

FINISH:

The line between the orange flag on the committee
boat and an orange sphere. All competitors stay will
clear of the finish area until all racers have finished.

TIME LIMIT:
At the discretion of the PRO of the day.

PROTEST:

Redress will be considered based on Rule 1.1
however; a competitor shall inform the PRO of any
incident that may affect their score before the PRO
leaves the site. The PRO’s decision is final.

SCORING:

Low Point Scoring, No Drop Races, No Scores
Excluded (this changes Appendix A2). All boats level
racing. One race is required to be completed to
constitute a series. Competitors who volunteer to run
races for one evening will be scored zero points for
the evening (one evening/competitor only).

SAFETY:
PFD’s shall be worn at all times on the water.

LIABILITY:

Competitors participate in the racing at their own risk.
The organizing authority will not accept any liability
for damage, injury or death prior to, during or after
the racing.
